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Abstract body should appear here (12 pt, Times New Roman, both sides justified, line spacing should be multiple at 1.15). Abstract body should have min.150-max. 300 words. No figures and references. Acknowledgement would be part of abstract at the end of abstract. Do not submit PDF/image format of abstract. The abstract should not be structured.
